Assay was funded by two sources: the MESA Lab contract and the Jerome Rotter “MESA-Candidate Gene” study. 

1. The MESA Lab had funding to use for novel assays in the MESA-1000 set of samples (a close-to random sample of the cohort, set up for new and emerging biomarker research).
2. Russell Tracy set up an RFA process with the MESA Lab Committee members and other Steering Committee members; several assays were chosen, including IL-10.
3. Dr. Rotter received funding for MESA-Candidate Gene ancillary study which targeted the MESA-1000 participants (because the rich dataset of new biomarkers provided numerous candidate gene phenotype targets) but was expanded to include others; Dr. Rotter said it would be great to get these assays on ALL MESA-Candidate Gene participants, and provided funding for the non-MESA-1000 members of MESA-Candidate Gene.
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
