How to Submit a Data Use Agreement Form

Below is the definition as to which form is needed to obtain access to the MESA data and how to proceed based on which form you should send to the Coordinating Center. 

Definitions (which form is needed):
The Data Distribution Agreement for Affiliated Investigators (DDA) form is needed when the person is using MESA data, is working with a MESA sponsor, and is affiliated with a MESA contract site.  The person submitting a DDA form should include their MESA sponsor’s name on the form.  The guidelines described in this document should be followed when using and sharing MESA data.

The Data and Materials Distribution Agreements for Collaborating Investigators (DMDA) form is needed when the person is not affiliated with a MESA contact site, is working on an approved proposal or ancillary study, and is collaborating with MESA investigators.
